The courses we offer are categorized according to the requirements in Competence Matters, a framework for multi-agency training developed by The London Safeguarding Children Board.  The categories for training are:

Group A: Those in contact with children or adults who are parents who have a responsibility to contribute to safeguarding & promoting the welfare of children in the community but do not necessarily have specific organisational responsibility to intervene in the lives of children and their families.

Group B: Those who work regularly with children, or adults who are parents.  This group have considerable professional and organisational responsibility for safeguarding and promoting children’s well-being.  They have to be able to act on child welfare concerns and to contribute appropriately to the safeguarding processes.

They require the skills and knowledge to manage effectively the interface between themselves and those from Group A, who may approach them with concerns about a child’s welfare, and Group C to whom referrals will be addressed.

Group C: Those involved in assessment and intervention to safeguard children.  This group of people have particular responsibilities for safeguarding & promoting the welfare of children.

People in this group hold particular professional or organisational authority and a substantial degree of personal responsibility and autonomy to act on child welfare concerns.

They work extensively within a multi-agency context.  They often have responsibility for the work of others.
